What To Expect

The 12-month Graduate Program is a competitively remunerated
position. Participants can expect to provide technical support to the
AASB or AUASB, which amongst other activities, will include:

o Assisting in the drafting of accounting and auditing standards

o A keen interest in developing effective technical, organisational, and
interpersonal skills that will be transferrable in their future career
